Dear Property Owners:
The purpose of this letter is to get our companies to acknowledge and fully respect the following:

1. Legally defined real property boundaries.

2. Legally defined property easements.

3. Our obligation to respect each others property.

4. Our responsibility to ensure that our business operations do not negatively affect each others business operations.

5. Our obligation to resource our fare share, based on weight and frequency of traffic related to our respective businesses, of required roadway and parking space maintenance, to include snow removal or snow dumping/storage fees and litter removal cost.

The roadway easement that affects all of our businesses, as previously communicated to you by me, begins at the 60 foot mark from your west property boundary and ends at the 80 foot mark from your west property boundary.  Appleton Acoustical Systems, Inc. continues to block greater than 50% of the roadway easement, which has, and continues to (a) violate legally defined easements, and (b) negatively affects neighboring business operations.  In addition, vast amounts of garbage associated with your business operations litter the southern boundary of our property.  This is primarily due to you or your tenants allowing your garbage dumpsters to become so overfull that the garbage spills to the ground and eventually gets plowed with the snow into our property. I can only imagine that if our business did this to your business that you would be frustrated.
The owners of Apple Valley Property Management Group, LLC strongly encourage all property owners affected by this letter and the aforementioned roadway easement to meet as soon as possible to discuss, in person, the above points.  Failure to remedy the above may result in some property owners to place physical barriers on their property boundaries to prevent future disrespect to the five numbered items mentioned in this letter.
