CARC Specifications (single and two-component water dispersible polyurethane WD CARC)

The military now uses single- or two-component polyurethane to coat its equipment, and the two specifications most commonly used are MIL-C-53039 and DTL-MIL-C-64159.  The first is a single-component moisture curing polyurethane, while the second is a two-component water dispersible polyurethane (WD CARC).  The HUMVEE is coated with MIL-C-53039; however, many of the army depots and bases are now changing over to the DTL-MIL-C-64159 product.  Both products are excellent and can be purchased directly from either Hentzen Coatings or Sherwin Williams.  You can select the one that better suits your application purposes; they have almost the same performance properties, although the WD CARC has been shown to have superior long-term exterior exposure performance.
